Homeroom 200 Rules
1.  You need to sit quietly in your assigned seat at all times, morning, activity period, and end of day.

2.  You need to be silent during attendance, announcements, fire drills . . . etc

3.  School rules apply – no electronics, gum chewing, inappropriate behavior, or language.

4.  Activity period is quiet work time.  I expect you to arrive with ALL your homework, books, papers, pens, independent reading book etc.  If you need to use the bathroom, please ask me before activity period begins.

5.  If you want to visit another teacher’s room, you MUST have a pass signed by the teacher before you come to activity period.

6.  You need to sign out EVERY time you leave the room.  This is essential for emergency accountability.  You MUST sign back in when you return.

7.  If you want to work with another student on homework, you need to ask. 
8.  You need to wait to be dismissed – always – beginning of the day, end of the day, any time you are in the room.
9.  Fire Alarms – we line up in the room, exit the main door, and go down the stairs to exit the building by Mr. Champlin’s room.  We line up single file near the shed / tennis courts.  

-- IF the doorway or stairwell is blocked, we exit through Mr. James room, Ms. Pahl’s room, into the hallway and exit the back stairwell.
-- IF the alarm occurs while changing classes, you’ll exit the building through the closest exit and meet me at the shed / tennis courts.

-- IF the alarm occurs during activity period, you need to stay with the teacher you’re with at the time of the alarm

10.  Shelter-In-Place – Get to the nearest room with a staff member immediately
11.  Lockers must be shut at all times; all of your belongings must be in your locker.  If you need to clean your locker, plan on coming in early or staying late.  Please coordinate with me for a suitable time.  Activity periods are for academic work.
12.  Classroom helpers are needed daily for date, day, and list of absent students and for rearranging desks.
