Tip – a percent of the service charge (cost of meal, hair cut, manicure) paid to the provider of the personal service

Tip is the part, Cost of meal is the whole, tip rate is the percent


TOTAL Cost = Cost of Service + Tip

Tax (sales) – a percent of the cost of items purchase.  It’s collected by the merchant (store) and forwarded to the government (typically state)
Tax is the part, PRE-Tax Cost of purchase is the whole, tax rate is the percent


TOTAL Cost = PRE-Tax Cost of Purchase + Tax


Other Taxes – Income (paid to Federal & State)



Real Estate (paid to the Town)
Commission – a portion of the sales transaction paid to the salesman OUT of the amount of sale.  Example:  A car Salesman earns a percent of the money brought into the dealership.   Many Salesmen earn income from 2 streams (Salary – same amount each pay period & Sales Commission – varies based on the performance of the salesman)

Commission is the Part; Amount of Sales is the whole; Commission rate is the perecent


Total Earnings = Salary + Commission
