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BEHAVIOR: 

1.  There is only one rule in our class.  This rule is

2.  If I break this rule, I will be asked to solve the problem and will be given the opportunity to do so. 

3.  If I choose not to solve the problem, Mr. Luthultz will choose a solution for me.  He will choose a solution he believes is fair and will check with me to make sure I agree.

4.  If my behavior does not improve, or the solution I decide on does not work, Mr. Luthultz may ask me to go to the time out area in our room and think about other choices I could make.

5.  If my behavior does not improve, Mr. Luthultz may ask me to go to the time out area in another classroom, and to complete a Plan for Success.  If I am sent from our room three times Mr. Luthultz will contact my parents.

6.  Mr. Luthultz and I will try to solve any behavior problems in our class.  But, if my behavior is disruptive to the class or dangerous to others, Mr. Luthultz will send me to the office and contact my parents.

7.  I understand that my family and Mr. Luthultz only want what is best for me, and so I will remain cooperative with them and their decisions that affect my life at school.

ACADEMIC RESPONSIBILITIES:

1.  I will have math and spelling homework just about every night of the week, and sometimes on Friday.  Sometimes, there will be other work to take home, such as a writing piece to finish or a project to work on.  Mr. Luthultz will expect all assignments turned in on time for full credit.  It is my responsibility to make sure that these assignments are completed and to ask for help when needed.

2.  I will spend time at home reading so that I can complete my monthly book project and meet the Cecil County Public Schools fifth grade goal of reading 25 books this year.

3.  I will keep my desk, locker, and other personal areas neat and organized.

4.  I will take care of the materials my teachers give me and will make sure to take them home and bring them back to school when appropriate.  If I forget my materials at home or at school, I will be asked to decide on a solution.  If I continue to forget, Mr. Luthultz will decide on a solution.

5.  I will bring with me to school all necessary materials such as pencils, erasers, paper, etc.  If I need these items and cannot get them from home, I will make sure to talk to Mr. Luthultz about it.

6.  If I choose not to be responsible for my work and my materials, I will need to decide on a solution.  If I cannot or choose not to decide on a solution, Mr. Luthultz will do this for me.

7.  I understand that as long as I try my best and work hard toward meeting my goals, I will achieve great things in fifth grade.
