March 2 
March 2nd is “Read Across America Day” in honor of Dr. Seuss’ birthday.  Explain to a younger student why it’s important to learn how to read. 

March 3
On this day in 1847, inventor Alexander Graham Bell was born.  Bell is probably best known for his development of the telephone.  What do you think our telephones will be like in 20 years? 

March 4
On this day in 1789, Congress met for the first time. Using resources in the classroom, learn five (5) facts about Congress and summarize them in your own words. 

March 5 
March is “National Sauce Month.”  What is your favorite type of sauce?  Be sure to include great descriptive words. 

March 6 
On this day in 1912, Oreo Cookies were sold for the first time.  Describe to someone how you like to eat your Oreo.   

On March 6, 1475, artist Michelangelo was born. Using resources in the classroom, learn five (5) facts about the Michelangelo and summarize them in your own words.  

March 7 
On this day in 1849, scientist Luther Burbank was born.  Burbank was a botanist, or someone who studies plant life.  He was known for developing new types of flowers and plants.  Do you think it’s important that scientist develop new types of plant life?  Why or why not?   

March 8
March 8th is “Working Women’s Day.”  Many people feel that being a stay-at-home-mom is full-time job.  Do you agree or disagree and why? 

March 9 
On this day in 1454, explorer Amerigo Vespucci was born.  The continent we live on is named after Vespucci.  What part of the world would you like to sail to and explore?  Why did you choose this destination? 

March 10 
In 806 A.D. in China, the first paper money was used.  If you could design new paper money for the U.S., what would it look like?  What denominations, or amounts, would you create?  Be sure to include a sketch of your new paper currency.   

Today is “Harriet Tubman Day.”  Tubman was abolitionist.  This means that she worked to get rid of slavery.  She helped many slaves escape to freedom on the Underground Railroad.  Using resources in the classroom, learn five (5) facts about Harriet Tubman and/or the Underground Railroad and summarize them in your own words. 

March 11 
March 11th is “Johnny Appleseed Day.”  John Chapman, known as Johnny Appleseed, was responsible for introducing apple trees to many regions of the western frontier.  Why do you think apples were valuable to the early settlers?  How were they able to use them?  

March 12

March 18 
Today marks the first walk in space.  Would you liked to have been the first person to walk in space?  Why or why not? 

On March 18, 1837, Grover Cleveland was born.  Cleveland later became the 22nd & 24th President of the United States.  He was known for his honesty and courage.  What two (2) character traits do you feel you are best known for? 

March 19

March 21
