Dear M.F. Stokes or J.F. Sparke Parent/Guardian:


We would like to take the opportunity to clarify some pretty common misconceptions that have arisen during the 2010 school year in regards to the PTA Units that support our schools, children, and the community at large. At the beginning of the 2010 school year, it was decided to continue the practice of having 2 separate and distinct PTA Units for each of our Elementary Schools in the Island Trees School District. Although the implementation of a Princeton Plan model for the Elementary Schools affected the student population, the PTA structures of the schools remain SEPARATE and DISTINCT. Each PTA has its own membership and Board. Each organization is free to do its own thing independent of the other PTA.  The PTA Units have absolutely no impact nor influence on the other.

What the continuation of two separate PTA Units means is that each organization is free to choose its own course of action to provide services to each school that it supports. There is no dual decision making that goes on to support the PTA Units.


With that said, there are times when fundraising activities between the two PTA Units occurs. This allows the PTA Units to gain economies of scale and generate larger revenues for our children. This in no way means that the PTA Units become one combined entity. It just means that we work together to gain increased monies for our children. 


The impact of a dual PTA system for our children might not be felt in school year 2010. Budgets that support each PTA had already been created, voted upon, and approved PRIOR to the decision to keep the PTA Units separate entities. With the passage of time and the experiences gained through this and future school years, the PTA should become more efficient and effective. 

No PTA or organization for that matter can survive and be successful without the members involvement. There are many great ideas out there amongst the members that can very well be beneficial to our children’s school experience and enhance each PTA’s effectiveness.
