PTSA Membership Meeting

Tuesday, March 3, 2009

APPROVED MINUTES

Meeting called to order by Co-president, Tammy Rogers at 7:12 p.m..

Motion to approve minutes from the last meeting on 01/09/09 was made by Karen Ballard and seconded by Izy Grooms.

President’s Report:  We now have a Nominating Committee consisting of the following people: Kristin Buck, Jill Smith, and Kelley Wheeler.  
Treasurer’s  Report:   A motion was made to allow a budget amendment for a Scrapbooking Fundraiser that will be overseen by Kristin Buck.  This event is to have an estimated cost of $125 and $500 revenue to be held at the end of the month.   A motion was made for approval by Terry Schinsing and seconded by Jen Pearson. All approved.
A budget amendment was made for Staff Appreciation Day that will be held on Thursday, May 7th.  An increase of $1,000 from $1,500 to $2,500.  This increase will help with the increase cost of food and increase number of staff.  A motion was made by Julia Applebaum.  13 approved, 1 opposed and 1 abstained.  Motion passed.
A budget amendment was made for an Author visit in the Primary Building.  This visit will be organized by the school librarian, Michele Linse.  The author will be Kathy Blasi and she will visit classrooms during the 3rd grade writer’s workshops in May.  An amount of $600 was originally discussed, but $1,000 was decided since the purpose of PTSA is to provide programming for the schools and this is the only Author visit for the year in the Primary Building.  A motion was made by Brenda Callahan.  All approved.  Motion passed.
A budget amendment was made for Community Read in the Intermediate Building.   A motion was made by Dana Distasio for $500 and all approved.  Motion passed.

A budget amendment was made of $6.34 for the Reflections Committee.  This amount will cover the difference of expenditures vs. actual budget amount.  A motion was made by Kym Meisner.  All approved.  Motion passed.

For the Intermediate Mother/Son Bowling in March it wasn’t listed as a line item on the budget.  This event does not have any expected costs, but $ is collected and then a check is written to the bowling alley.  Julia Applebaum made a motion to amend the budget.  All approved.  Motion passed.

Re-cap of events:

Membership Committee: We currently have 851 members.  (543 adults/308 children) Of this count, 360 are family members.  A suggestion was made by Jen Pearson to possibly look at a “family fee” to encourage all families to join next year.

ECEC:  The “lunch” books have started in the cafeteria.  Books are available to the kids to read quietly in their seats after they have eaten their lunch and have cleaned up their area.  These books are hopefully going to help reduce noise, movement, and boredom that happens at the end of the lunch period. Intermediate Father/Daughter Disco: The disco was well attended and the theme was well received.
Intermediate Reading Olympics: 450 students signed up to participate. 220 of these students met or exceeded their goal.  A pizza party will be planned for each grade that had the most books read in their class.

Upcoming Events:

PTSA is hosting a Free Movie Night at the ECEC on Friday, March 20th at 7pm.  The movie will be Madagascar 2: Escape to Africa.  This event was proposed by Tim McElheran, Superintendent, to provide families with inexpensive programming.  We volunteered to coordinate the volunteers and such. The doors will open at 6:30 for face painting, spiritwear sales, snacks and coloring.

Victor In Harmony Night will be held on Wednesday, March 11th from 5:30-8:30 pm  in the ECEC for all kindergartners.  One volunteer is still needed to help with the Spiritwear table.
Mother/Son Bowling: 35 families have signed up at this point.

Spiritwear Spring Sale:  Spring sale has started.  The merchandise that is available to order is listed on the PTSA website as well as the order forms.  This will be going on for the month of March.
