WELCOME TO INTEGRATED ALGEBRA 1:

Any assignment that receives less than 50% is calculated in the grade book as 50%.

HOMEWORK:

Homework will be checked daily for completion. You will get 1 point per homework that has at least 75% of the assignment completed on the day that it is due. Every student has the chance to turn in any homework assignment one day late for ½ point (this does not apply to those students who are absent). Homework grades will be computed for every 5 assignments. Homework grades will be computed and entered into the grade book as a percent of the total number of possible points for those 5 assignments.
MAKE-UP WORK:
Make-up work will be given for work missed due to lawful or unlawful absence.  Work missed due to unlawful absence, including class truancy, will receive a letter grade lower than the letter grade earned by the student.  Students absent for lawful reasons will have the privilege of making up work for full credit.  Students will be given two days for every day of lawful absence to make up work.  Work not made up in this time frame will receive a grade of 50%.  It is the student’s responsibility to get make up work upon returning from an absence.
RETESTING GUIDELINES:

All students may retake each unit assessment once. Students will get the better grade. In order to be eligible for a retake a student must demonstrate that they studied for the first test by completing at least 80% of the formative grades for that unit. For example: Homework, class work, study guides, etc. Students must make arrangements with the teacher within one week after the day the unit assessment is given back to the student. Retakes are not given during class time.

LATE WORK: 

Any assignment that is not turned in on its due date may be turned in late for a lowered grade. For everyday that it is turned in late there will be 7% deducted from the grade.
DETERMINING FINAL COURSE GRADES:
The following chart depicts the scales used to calculate end-of-marking period and end-of-course grades. Percentage earned for marking period grades as well as quality points will reflect actual scores and will not be “rounded up.”

In computing the final grade for a semester course, each marking period grade (quality point) is counted twice and the exam grade is counted once.  The total is divided by five in order to reach the semester grade. 

In a semester course, a student must pass one marking period and the end of course assessment or both marking periods if the end-of-course assessment is failed.

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY:
Integrity is at the heart of a sound academic policy.  The integrity of a school course and program depend on the honest completion of student work. If a student is caught cheating, he/she will fail the assignment without opportunity for retake and may be referred for disciplinary action.  Plagiarism is the representation of someone else’s ideas, statements, or words as one’s own without giving credit.  Any material used in a completed assignment that includes the words, ideas, and statements from a traditional or electronic source must be documented using a standard format (MLA, APA).  This includes interviews, television shows, movies, computer media, and Internet sources.  Students found to have plagiarized will fail the assignment and are required to redo the assignment for reduced credit and will receive additional counseling and instruction on how to avoid plagiarism.
