Aim: Create a word using element symbols that describe you

Poster: 5 points
The poster should be the size of one half of a poster board.

· It should be neat and legible. 

· Your topic title should be clear.  

· It should include a summary of the important features of your element.

· Put your name, date, and class period on the lower right corner of your poster.

Content: 25 points
The information must be accurate and presented in a way that one of your peers can understand it.  Include the following:
1. Element word at the top ( make it stand out)

a. 3-element word minimum. A 3-element word will receive no higher than 18 content points, a 4-element word will receive no higher than 22 content points. 5 elements or more are required for more than 22 content points.

2. Under your element word, list the correctly spelled word.

3. A brief description of why that word describes you (a complete sentence)

a. Choose a fact that you can relate to yourself.  State why it relates to you.  Here is a short example to give you an idea of what to do. The more creative the more credit!

4. List each different element in your word separately

5. For each element: 
· Element name, symbol, mass number, atomic number, and group or family.

· History. When the element was discovered, by whom and if its name means something i.e. Americium was named after America. 

· Physical and/or chemical properties of your element. i.e. Is it a gas or a solid at room temperature, reactive, metal or non-metal, toxic, color.

· What it is commonly used for and any hazards associated with the element.

  I DO NOT want pages of information printed off of the internet and stuck onto the poster. You need to review and paraphrase the information.

6. Decorate your paper.

Presentation: 5 points
You need to talk for about 2 or 3 minutes about your word.  You need to cover the important points of each element such that your audience can have a good idea about the information you discovered.
